Should Animals have rights?

The factory farming game

In groups of five you should play this game

· You will be given three statement cards about factory farming randomly

· Each person places their card in one of the four quadrants according to their view about what’s written on the card

· The next player puts a card in one of the four quadrants as above

· AS ONLY ONE CARD IS ALLOWED EACH TIME IN ANY ONE QUADRANT, if you want to place your card in an occupied quadrant you must justify your decision and the person whose card you are trying to remove must do the same. The three players not involved in this debate vote (based on the argument they have heard) on whose card remains and whose is returned to the player to try again later.

· The winner is the first person to get rid of all their cards.

· If, in the opinion of the other players you try to play tactically (ie put your card in an empty quadrant just to get rid of it when you don’t actually believe that) they can vote for you to miss a turn!
