	Matthew 6:26
	This suggests that God cares even for small birds in the wild. So maybe this means that we should care for animals just as much.

	Genesis 2:7
	This suggests that as animals have had life breathed into them by God, just like humans, animals should be treated with respect.

	Genesis 1: 26; 28
	This suggests that God has given humans power over all life on Earth. Christians disagree about what this power means.

	Matthew 12: 11-12
	This suggests that Jesus thinks the Laws of the Bible can be overruled if an animal is suffering and needs to be cared for. But it also suggests that humans are more important than animals

	Genesis 2:7
	This suggests that although humans and animals have common origins, the needs of humans come first
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	Psalm 50:10
	This suggests that all animals are God’s and so worthy of respect

	Hosea 2:18
	This suggests that peace between humans and animals is what we should look try to make happen

	Psalm 36:6
	This suggests that God cares for humans and animals equally

	Matthew 5:43
	This suggests that humans should love each other. Perhaps this means that caring for others is the most important thing – more important than the rights of animals for example.

	Genesis 9:3,10
	This suggests that animals can be eaten. So if they can be killed for food what’s the problem with using them in other ways too?
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
