Essay Title sheet

Question: 

“Religion is dying out because it has nothing to offer 21st century people.”

Explain your views on this statement, showing that you have thought about arguments for and against this view.  Points will be awarded for answers illustrated with examples taken from religions. (10 marks)

Task

1 You need to add to your notes from your homework and group work, any additional arguments or points that have been mentioned in today’s lesson that will help you to answer this essay question.

2 You need to plan your answer to this question.  It asks you to argue for and against the statement.  So you need to think of 2-4 arguments against the statement being right, and then 2-4 arguments for the statement being true.  

3 The question asks for examples from real life, and so you must relate your points to actual examples from religion.

4 Finally you need to give your own answer to the question, explaining why you think what you do.

Assessment Criteria
1-2 marks   = A very brief answer to the question, hardly giving any real detailed answers.

3-4 marks   = Some good points made in answering this question, but there is not enough detail in your explanations.

5-6 marks   = A good answer to the question – you have done all that was asked but a few more illustrations would have helped you to gain more marks.

7-8 marks   = A really good answer to the question – sensible points were well made, a little more explanation of your thoughts would have given you the top level in this answer.

9-10 marks = An excellent answer to the question – detailed points and illustrations written up in an intelligent way.  You have written a thoughtful answer to the question.  Very well done.
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
