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Introduction: Student Resource Sheet 1
Chalite: Science fiction fantasy Role Play Game


The year is 2123 Earth Year……..

Your spacecraft crew has been seriously damaged as a result of battles with aliens from a remote galaxy.  The ship has been drawn by mysterious magnetic forces surrounding the planet Elathic. This planet orbits a star in galaxy N2369.

Only five of the crew remain:

· The captain: General Politico

· Jim: a scientist and engineer

· MD: the medical doctor

· Crew member 'E': a bright and enterprising young woman

· The crew chaplain, and psychologist: 'Guru'

1. Your teacher will have given you 5 character ‘role’ resource sheets (called Student resource sheet 2-6).  Decide within your group who will play each character. 

2. Visit the first planet 'ELATHIC' together (Student resource 7: Elathic) - read as a group or as a whole class the resource sheet.  "What is life like on ELATHIC?'   How do you think the five members of the crew might react to this planet?

3. Discuss: "After a week on this planet the crew debate two questions before moving on in the space craft to explore the galaxy further"

· Each character weighs-up the advantages and disadvantages of life on this planet in role. How far would they say life is good, productive, beneficial….and how far would you say that it is bad, and harmful?

· What ideas for improving life on earth, or our technology would you consider bringing home in role and as yourself?

Ask your teacher for the second planet descriptor on 'LICATHE' (Student resource 8: Licathe)


Re-run the procedure in the same groups that you did for Elathic. You have 20-30 minutes to complete bullet point 2 and 3 from this sheet.


How would each character react differently? 


Be ready to summarise your discussion in a report on the two questions.

5. As a group visit the other planets as time allows. (Student resource 9 & 10: Thelica and Healtic), and repeat the same procedure.  Being ready to answer the 2 key questions: 

· Each character weighs-up the advantages and disadvantages of life on this planet in role. How far would they say life is good, productive, beneficial….and how far would they say that is bad, and harmful?

· What ideas for improving life on earth, or our technology would you consider bringing home in role and as yourself?

6. Be prepared to come back together as a class and discuss your thoughts and reactions to the different moral systems you have discovered as a crew.
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
