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Nikola Tesla 1856-1943 


The Hungarian scientist Nikola Tesla was greatly influenced by the teachings of the Hindu Swami Vivekananda whom he met in 1896 during the Swami’s visit to the USA. Considered eccentric, the inventor Tesla became fascinated by Vedic science and went on to study Hindu philosophy for a number of years. 

By 1891, Tesla had been responsible for a number of inventions involving current power distribution such as the alternating current motor, power generation and transmission systems and the famous Tesla Coil Transformer. Tesla was struck by the similarity between the Samkhya theory of matter and energy and the theories of modern physics at the time.

Tesla believed that he could demonstrate mathematically that energy and matter are reducible to potential energy. If he could show that what we call matter is simply potential energy then he would be able to bring together the teachings of the Vedas with modern science. 

Tesla used Sanskrit terms and Vedic concepts such as akasha and prana to describe natural phenomena and the construction of energy and matter. He believed that the universe is a kinetic system produced by movement filled with energy that can be harnessed at any location.

Tesla’s goal was to make electric power available to anyone on the planet, anywhere through wireless transmission of power.

Tesla never made the connection between energy and matter, although he recognized the possibility of free, limitless energy. Tesla opposed Einstein on the notion of E=mc2 in the 1920s and it was Einstein who explained how mass and energy are equivalent.
